Summer is here, and that
means that Vacation Bible School is
coming up soon. Saint Mark's will
again join with Epiphany Lutheran
Church, Saint Stephen's Lutheran
Church, and Transfiguration
Episcopal Church in offering
vacation bible school July 13-17,
5:30-7:30 p.m. at Saint Mark’s. This
year's program will be "Growing A
Grateful, Generous Heart.” It is a
program developed in collaboration
with the Office of Stewardship at the
Episcopal Church Center. Children
in preschool through grade 6 will
examine what it means to be
stewards of the many gifts that God
has given to us.

Each day’s program will start
with a meal served from 5:30-6:00
p.m. and will end promptly at 7:30
p.m. so bedtimes will not be too late.
In between there will be songs,
games, crafts, and stories. There will
not be a dull moment - guaranteed!

Children in grades 6-12 can choose to
be helpers and assistant teachers
(grades 11 & 12 are welcome to
volunteer as teachers). A

separate program, "Ears to Hear,"
will be offered for Middle and High
School students and adults. This
program will be a small group
discussion on the ways that Jesus
listened to people in differing
contexts - work, mealtimes, family -
and how Jesus can make a difference
in similar contexts in life today. The
group will explore how listening is a
servant ministry for evangelism.

Hitting the
Mark

On a recent Saturday, your
Senior Warden, Ray Lee, Father
Ken and I attended an eye-
opening conference entitled
“ShareSaveSpend.” The
nationally known speaker, Nathan
Dungan, gave us insights on the
current economic crisis and how it
is affecting families. He explored
the moral, spiritual and practical
aspects of the economic downturn,
and focused on how many
families are working to rebalance
their money habits. He maintains
that the church has a
responsibility, and can have a
significant role in helping people
learn to manage their money
according to their values.

1 came away from that
conference realizing what a failure
I had been as a mother in not
teaching my son how to handle
money responsibly. I guess I
thought that he would just figure it
out himself, the way I had done in
my own life. And he has paid a
heavy price for my neglect.

I also left that conference
realizing how the culture of
consumerism has seduced us into
thinking that money is to be used
to “SpendSpendSpend.” And that
very fact, with individuals and in
government, has contributed to the
current economic situation that we
are in right now. According to
Dungan, we receive 5000
messages a day that tell us that our
lives will be better, that we will be
happier if we just buy one more
thing.

In terms of our values,
including our Christian values, we
have lost our way. According to a
recent survey by the American
Psychological Association, eight
of ten Americans say that the deep
decline in the economy has

become a major source of
stress in their lives. With that
percentage, it is likely that
you, or someone you know, is
struggling to make it through
these challenging times.

It is not a matter of just
“making it through” these
difficult times. It is a matter of
rethinking our values, and
reordesing our priorities in
how we manage our money. It
is interesting that the title of
Dungan’s website is
“ShareSaveSpend.com/.” The
son of a Lutheran pastor, with
a mother who was a financial
planner, it is clear that the
order of the words in his
website is significant in
reflecting Dungan’s Christian

- values, as well as his years of

experience as a professional
financial planner himself.

We, as a church, can
partner in helping people in
our parish and in our
community, to reshape the
way we manage our money.
We have people in our parish
who are skilled in this regard.
There are existing programs
available to facilitate such a
discussion, and, more
importantly, we have families
in need, in our church and in
our neighborhoods, who can
benefit from such an
endeavor.

I only wish my son
lived closer, so that I could
gain some redemption for my
failure as a mother, by
offering this information to
him — thirty years too late.
